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History of Trains Program Nov. 8

The Dubois County Museum is
proud to present railroad
historian Craig Berndt for a
presentation on a0 years of
Dubois County Railroad Histo-
ry. on Saturday, November 8,
beginning at 1:00pm. He will
be joined by fellow railroad
enthusiast Eric Russ.

Berndt retired in 2020 after
30 years in city management.
When he lived in Dubois Coun-
ty (1994-2000) he re-
searched the railroads that
served the county and au-
thored a book in 2022 about
the Ferdinand Railroad. He
also extensively researched
other southern Indiana rail-
roads, the rails from then
until today. His presentation
will cover histories of (1) the
railroad that ran from French
Lick through Cuzco, Dubois,
Jasper, Huntingburg;
Johnsburg to Cannelton,
Rockport and Evansville. His
histories will also cover (2)

rails from New Albany
through Birdseye, Mentor,
Kyana, St. Marks, Bretzville,
Huntingburg, and Duff and to
East St. Louis. His scope will
also cover histories (3) from
Ferdinand to Huntingburg.
His presentation covers also
railroad lines through Dubais
County, Louisville, Evansville,
St. Louis Railroad (The Air
Line), Cincinnati, Rockport
and Southwestern Railroad,
Southern Railway Company,
Norfolk and Southern Railway
Company and the Ferdinand
Railroad.

Mr. Berndt is currently living
in northeast Indiana. He con-
tinually researches the rail-
road in the ten northeast
counties and have authored
books about four of them.
Berndt has made over 100
presentations about railroad
histories in Indiana, lllinois,
Michigan, Ohio. and Kentucky.

He has had presentations in

our area in Jasper, Hunt-
ingburg, Ferdinand, Chrisney,
Rockport and French Lick.

The Dubois County Museum
Model Train exhibit has un-
dergone some updates. Train
enthusiasts from the muse-
um have added to the model
train set with painted track-
side scenery, reconstructed
models of factories and
buildings along the county
tracks, bridges, water scenes
under the bridges, construct-
ed homes with residents and
more trees and hills. Infor-
mation has been compiled on
local depots and carefully
displayed on the train room
walls. Maps, rail photos and
two televisions showing train
videos are mounted on the
wall outside the train room.
Several display cases posi-
tioned outside the train room
are displaying more train
memorabilia. Eric Russ has
been instrumental in gather-
ing and displaying these add-
ed items.

In this program they will give a
history of Veterans Day. Ex-
plaining why it exists, how it

The chapter will also give
details on how DNA was used to
find and match remains of an
Unknown Soldier interred in the
Tomb of the Unknown Soldier in
Washington, D. C. The DAR will
also give information about their
organization. Food and refresh-
ments will follow the program.

The museum welcomes visitors
to visit the museum's compre-
hensive display on our county's
military history. The corner-
stone of the exhibit is the Civil
War flag made by the mothers of
the soldiers leaving for war with

the Indiana Company K. The flag
returned with the soldiers tat-
tered and torn after flying in
combats, noticeably the Battle of
Antietam. The Dubois County
Historical Society was instru-
mental in having the flag re-
stored and displayed at the
MUSEUT.

Also, be sure to check out the
1918 Liberty Truck on display in
Room Twao at the museum. |t
was restored by Bob and Shirley
Demuth. The Liberty Truck was
the workhorse of WWI.
